Storm at Cleveland Preview 

 
The Tampa Bay Storm (8-2) will head to Cleveland to take on the 
Gladiators (3-8) this Saturday, July 8 at Quicken Loans Arena.  The 
Storm will be looking to earn its ninth win of the season, the most wins 
since the 2010 season.  The game will be streamed live on Twitter.  
Kickoff is set for 7:00 p.m. ET. 
 
This will be the 23rd meeting between the Storm and Gladiators, and 
third of the season.  The series has a tied record of 11-11, but the 
Storm holds a losing record of 3-5 when facing the Gladiators on the 
road.  Last time out, the Storm defeated the Gladiators 62-61.  Tampa 
Bay holds a winning record of 3-0 over Cleveland head coach, Ron 
Selesky. 
 
The Storm enters the game following another thrilling final-minute 
victory over the Washington Valor.  Down 10 points with a minute left, 
the Storm offense reeled off 14 points to secure the team’s eighth win 
of the season, and the team’s first winning season since 2010.  With 
10 seconds left in regulation, Storm quarterback Randy Hippeard 
found Kendrick Ings for the score.  HIppeard, an early MVP candidate, 
continued his impressive season, completing 24-of-37 passes for 250 
yards and five touchdowns.  He would also rush three times for 11 
yards and a score. 
 
Kendrick Ings once again showed why he is an all-arena candidate at 
wide receiver and kick returner.  The second-year veteran led this past 
weekend’s game with 11 catches for 111 yards and two touchdowns.  
He would also have six kick returns for 161 yards, including a 56-yard 
return for a touchdown.   
 
Ings, a Miami, Florida native, has started to cement himself as one of 
the elite receivers and returners in the League, finding himself in the 
top-five of several League categories including:  all purpose yards (1st-
1,651), all purpose yards per game (1st-165.1), kick return average 
(1st-20.6), kick returns (1st-40), kick return yards (1st-824), kick return 
TDs (T1st-2), points scored (4th-108), receptions per game (4th-7.4), 
receiving yards (4th-812) and receptions (3rd-74). 
 
Cleveland returns to the field after suffering a 31-point (59-28) defeat 
to the Philadelphia Soul on June 24th.  The team will be looking to get 
back on track with a win over the Storm.  Quarterback Arvell Nelson, a 
usually efficient signal caller for Cleveland, completed just 18-of-36 
passes for 175 yards and two touchdowns versus Philadelphia.  He 
also threw four interceptions and currently ranks second in the League 
with 10 interceptions thrown.   
 
However, Nelson can change the course of a game with his speed and 
ability to move in the pocket.  Last time these two teams met, Nelson 
threw for 358 yards and seven touchdowns, connecting on 26-of-35 
passing attempts.  The Storm defense will need to contain him to 
improve its chances of winning. 
 
Both teams will be coming out with a purpose.  The Gladiators will be 
looking to improve its position in the standings, while the Storm will be 
looking to increase its win total and build upon its season success.

Tampa Bay (8-2) courageously came from behind with two 
touchdowns in the final 40 seconds, then the Storm defense 
stepped up to close out an inspired Washington (1-9) defense 
Saturday before a rousing 9,913 at AMALIE Arena.   
 
The Storm came away with a 55-51 victory.  The Storm will 
open the postseason at home for the first time since the 2010 
season. 
 
Storm quarterback Randy Hippeard led a gallant charge at the 
end, scoring one touchdown and passing for another to 
Michael Lindsey for 12 yards with 40 seconds left in the game. 
That touchdown closed the Valor’s 10-point lead to 51-48.

The Tampa Bay Storm were behind by five points with seconds 
remaining against the Cleveland Gladiators on Saturday, and 
everybody at AMALIE Arena, including the Gladiators, figured 
the reigning Arena Football League Offensive Player of the 
Year Joe Hills would get the ball with the game on the line. 
 
That’s when Storm quarterback Randy Hippeard showed off 
his improvisation skills and carried, literally, Tampa Bay to its 
second victory of the season. 
 
With seven seconds to go and the Storm down 61-56, 
Hippeard took the snap and, using Hills as a decoy, was 
supposed to look for Kendrick Ings slipping free in the back of 
the end zone. But with Ings covered, Hippeard took matters in 
his own hands. He bounced out of the pocked and ran 
untouched off the right side and into the end zone to give the 
Storm a dramatic 62-61 victory over the Gladiators, their 
second victory over Cleveland in two tries this season and their 
first win at home. 
 
Hippeard’s one-yard rushing touchdown capped a season-
defining comeback for the Storm (2-1), who trailed by 19 points

late in the second quarter. Cleveland opened up a 33-14 lead 
with 3:34 remaining in the first half when quarterback Arvell 
Nelson raced toward the front corner of the end zone from 
three yards out, reaching the ball over the line just before 
contacting the wall for the Gladiators’ fifth touchdown on their 
first five drives of the game. 
 
Tampa Bay scored on consecutive drives before the end of the 
first half, however, to get back in the game. 
 
Hippeard led the Storm on a four-play, 44-yard drive after 
going down 19 that culminated in LaMark Brown’s second 
touchdown of the first half, a 15-yard reception with 48 
seconds remaining to make the score 33-21 Cleveland. 
 
Tampa Bay’s Kendrick Ings successfully recovered an onside 
kick on the ensuing kickoff, which the Storm converted into 
points when Hippeard connected with a wide-open Joe Hills in 
the end zone from seven yards out to cut further into the 
Cleveland lead. 
 
After Tampa Bay was unable to score on the opening 
possession of the second half, Cleveland looked to extend its 
lead after driving down to the Storm one-yard line. But with 
three tries to punch it in, Cleveland couldn’t penetrate the 
Storm defense, and Tampa Bay’s Dexter Jackson recovered a 
fumble in the end zone as Nelson tried to run it in and had the 
ball knocked out as he extended his hands toward the goal line 
on third down, keeping the Storm within striking distance. 
 
On the next drive, Hippeard connected with Joe Hills on a 
three-yard slant to give the Storm their first lead at 35-33. 
 
The Storm forced a turnover on downs on Cleveland’s next 
drive, and Tampa Bay went up 42-33 when Hippeard hit Hills 
on a skinny post from six yards out and 13:44 remaining in the 
game. 
 
Tampa Bay’s defense held Cleveland without a point for all of 
the third quarter and for 23:16 total from late in the second 
quarter until just over 10 minutes to go in the game. 
 
Tampa Bay matched Cleveland score for score over the fourth 
quarter until the Gladiators’ Larry Brackins recovered an 
onside kick with 35.5 seconds to go. One play later, Nelson 
threw a 37-yard touchdown strike to Quentin Sims to put 
Cleveland back in front 61-56. 
 
The Storm still had 28 seconds left, however, to drive the 
length of the field and score the game-winning touchdown. 
 
For Hippeard, that was more than enough time. 
 
And win it Hippeard did with his scramble into the end zone on 
a broken play. 
 
Hippeard threw seven touchdown tosses on 37-of-47 passing 
and finished with 395 yards, two yards short of a career high. 
He added two touchdowns on the ground, including the 
winning score. 

 
Hills gathered in four touchdowns and had 15 receptions total 
for 141 yards, one yard less than LaMark Brown, who had 11 
catches for 142 yards and two touchdowns. Kendrick Ings also 
hauled in a touchdown pass for the Storm. 
 
The Gladiators were led by Sims, who caught a game-high five 
touchdown passes. 
 
Storm kicker Delbert Alvarado, playing his first game of the 
season, made all eight of his extra point attempts and was 
one-of-two on onside kick attempts.

Tampa Bay Storm – Ron James 
 
Ron James enters his 20th season in the Arena Football 
League, and his first with the Storm as the team’s head coach. 
James brings over 30 years of experience to Tampa, eight of 
which have been spent as head coach.  He spent the 2016 
season with the Portland Steel, acting as the team’s head 
coach. 
 
James began his coaching career in 1986 at his alma mater, 
Siena College, as the team’s linebackers coach.  He would 
spend a season at Siena before moving on to St. Lawrence 
University (Canton, NY) where he was the team’s defensive 
coordinator and linebackers coach from 1989-91. 
 
In 1990, James began his AFL career when he was named an 
assistant coach for the Albany Firebirds.  He would return to  
 
the collegiate ranks in 1992 when he was introduced as the 
defensive coordinator for Hartwick College.  After two seasons, 
he moved on to Kentucky Wesleyan College, finally settling in 
at Army, serving as the team’s offensive line coach for two 
seasons (1998-99). 
 
James returned to the AFL in 1999 with the Houston 
ThunderBears, before settling in with the Las Vegas Gladiators 
as the team’s assistant head coach.  He held this position for 
three seasons before taking over as the team’s head coach in 
2005.  As the Gladiators’ head coach, James would head a 
team that would lead the League in both total offense and total 
defense.  In two seasons as head coach, James would help 
lead the team to multiple team records, including season 
records in passing yards (4,664) and total yards (4,996). 
 
In 2007, James joined the Utah Blaze, becoming the team’s 
head coach in 2010.  Over four seasons, James led the team 
to a 30-33 record, including a team best 12-6 record in 2012, 
earning him AFL Head Coach of the Year honors.  
 
James would eventually be named the head coach of the 
Pittsburgh Power in 2014, leading the team to a 15-2 record.  
Known for his defense, the Power led the League in 

interceptions (36), was second in scoring defense (43.2) and 
third in total defense (256.0). 
 
A native of Albany, N.Y., James prepped at Christian Brothers 
Academy (Albany) before enrolling at Siena to play on the 
offensive line. He played four seasons at Siena, where he was 
an All-American offensive lineman. 

 
Cleveland Gladiators – Ron Selesky 

 
Ron Selesky enters his seventh season with the Gladiators but 
his first as Head Coach. Selesky served as Assistant Head 
Coach from 2013-2014, 2016, and as Director of Player 
Personnel in 2010 and 2011. Selesky spent the 2015 season 
as a U.S. scout for the Saskatchewan Roughriders of the 
Canadian Football League. 
 
Selesky was named the AFL’s Assistant Coach of the Year in 
2014 after helping lead the Gladiators to a historic 17-1 regular 
season, an American Conference Championship and a trip to 
ArenaBowl XXVII. During that run, Selesky commanded a 
defense, nicknamed the "No Fly Zone," that allowed a mere 
43.4 points per game, the third-fewest in the AFL that season, 
and recovered a league-high 17 fumbles en route to the AFL’s 
third-best turnover margin (+16). 
 
Prior to joining Cleveland, Selesky was the Defensive 
Coordinator/Director of Player Personnel for the Grand Rapids 
Rampage in 2008, helping the team advance to the American 
Conference Championship after a five year playoff drought.. 
He boasts several years of Arena Football experience at both 
head coaching and assistant coaching positions. He returned 
to the AFL in 2008 season after serving two years (2006-07) as 
head coach of arenafootball2’s Alabama Steeldogs. 
 
Selesky began his Arena Football coaching career as the 
director of player personnel and assistant coach for the AFL’s 
Tampa Bay Storm from 1997-99, helping to lead the team to a 
31-11 regular-season record and a 1998 ArenaBowl 
appearance. Selesky spent the 2000 season as director of 
player personnel/line coach for the expansion Carolina Cobras. 
 
He then took his first head coaching position with the af2’s 
Louisville Fire in 2001 and, the following year, earned af2 
Coach of the Year honors after guiding the Albany Conquest to 
a 13-3 regular-season mark and a Northeast Division title. 
 
Upon returning to the AFL in 2003, Selesky led the Buffalo 
Destroyers as their head coach and director of football 
operations for one season before the team relocated to 
Columbus, Ohio. He then joined the Carolina Cobras in 2004, 
serving as the team’s defensive coordinator before taking the 
reins as an interim head coach for the team’s final six games. 
Selesky rejoined the Columbus Destroyers in 2005, serving as 
defensive coordinator for one year before returning to the af2 
and the Steeldogs. 
 
Selesky also spent several years as a lineman at both the 
collegiate and professional levels. He played his college ball at 
North Central College.  
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About the Coaches (Cont.) 
 
Selesky went on to play in two games for the NFL’s Minnesota 
Vikings in 1987, and attended training camps with the San 
Diego Chargers in 1988, the Miami Dolphins in 1990, and the 
Detroit Lions in 1992. He also spent three years (1995-97) as a 
scout for ProQuest Management. 
 
The New Brunswick, N.J., native and his wife, Michelle, have 
four children: Mallorie, 7; Erin, 13; Madelyn, 17; and Brandt, 
19, who is currently a redshirt freshman long-snapper at 
Southeast Missouri State University.

Over the past few seasons, Randy Hippeard has been known 
for his efficiency and high completion percentage.  A game 
which is played in what is said to be a “Quarterback League,” 
it’s imperative that the player under center exudes the qualities 
that Hippeard exhibits. 
 
The past two games have shown how good Hippeard is and 
how good he can be. 
 
Versus the Cleveland Gladiators on April 22, Hippeard 
completed 78.7% (37-of-47) of his passes for 387 yards and 
seven touchdowns. 
 
When facing the Baltimore Brigade on May 7, he would 
complete 77.5% (31-of-40) of his passes for 285 yards and 
eight touchdowns. 
 
Combined, Hippeard went 68-of-87, good for a 78.2% 
completion percentage over the course of the two games.  This 
is the second greatest two-game mark in Storm history, behind 
Brett Dietz who completed 78.6% of his passes in 2010 in 
games versus the Bossier-Shreveport Battlewings (Game 6 – 
83.1%) and the Orlando Predators (Game 7 – 73.3%). 
 
Hippeards 68 completions are the most in Storm history, over a 
two-game span.

In November of 2014 a receiver came to a Storm tryout looking 
for an opportunity to play professionally in the Arena Football 
League. 
 
While he displayed the ability to catch and run routes properly, 
it was his speed that caught the coaching staff’s eye.  
 
Ings became one of the most electric players in the AFL during 
his rookie season.  He displayed the speed and athleticism to 
take the League by storm. 
 
As the team’s primary returner, he finished the season in the top 
10 of several categories, including third in the League in kickoff 
returns (82), and fourth in kick return yards (1435). 
 
He finished the 2015 season ranked 3rd in kick returns (82) and 
4th in kick return yards (1,435). 
 

Ings had seven games in 2015 in which he had 100+ kickoff 
return yards, including a breakout performance versus the Soul 
(5/23/15) where he had 178 kickoff return yards and a 56-yard 
return for a touchdown. 
 
Ings also found himself tied for fifth place in 2015 with his three 
(3) touchcown returns. 
 
The Miami, Florida native became one of the top returners in 
franchise single-season history with over 1,000 kickoff return 
yards.

And that’s just 
what the Storm has in Kendrick Ings and now Michael Lindsey. 
 
Lindsey, a St. Petersburg product who prepped locally at Boca 
Ciega H.S. ran into the hearts of Storm fans during his rookie 
season in 2011. That season, Lindsey finished third in the AFL 
with 1,745 kickoff return yards, fifth with a 20.3 yard kickoff 
return average, and seventh with three touchdown returns. He 
would also go on to set the Storm’s all-time single-season kickoff 
return yards mark in Game 14 at Jacksonville, finishing the 2011 
season with 1,745 yards, shattering the mark set by George 
LaFrance’s 1,282 yards. 
 
Lindsey is the only player in Storm franchise history to surpass 
1,000 kickoff return yards in a season four times.  He compiled 
209 return yards in a game versus New Orleans (7/14/12) which 
was a single-game career high for Lindsey. 
 
Lindsey currently holds the top-three seasons in franchise 
history for kickoff return yards.

Michael Lindsey burst on to the AFL scene in 2011 when he 
joined the Storm for his rookie season.  He would achieve the 
status of kick return specialist racking 1,745 kick return yards 
and averaging 96.9 yards per game.  It was after his rookie 
season that the Storm realized it had something special. 
 
Just three seasons later, Lindsey has done the unthinkable and 
broken a 15-year franchise record held by AFL Hall of Famer 
and Storm Legend, George LaFrance.

(2015-2016) the Jacksonville line allowed just 18 total sacks. 
 
The Storm will look to McNeil to be a leader on the field, 
bringing along a group of rookie offensive linemen in Jeremiah 
Warren and Dave Lefotu.

Caesar Rayford - Rayford (6-foot-7, 275 lbs., Washington) 
gave an impressive performance versus the Gladiators in week 
one.  He scored the first touchdown of the night with a 4-yard 
interception return off a tipped pass by Cleveland wide receiver 
Larry Brackins.  The former Washington Husky finished the 
night with 4.0 tackles, 2.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, a forced 
fumble, and a 4-yard interception returned for a touchdown. 

Randy Hippeard - Hippeard (6-foot-3, 205 lbs., UVA-Wise) 
accounted for nine touchdowns this past weekend in the 
Storm’s 62-61 victory over the Cleveland Gladiators.  
Completing 78.7% (37-of-47) of his passes for 387 yards and 
seven touchdowns, Hippeard engineered a comeback which 
saw the Storm overcome a 20-point deficit.  In addition to 
Hippeard’s seven passing touchdowns, he would also add two 
on the ground including the game-winning score with :03 
seconds left in regulation.  The four-year veteran leads the 
League with 22.7 rushing yards per game, 294.7 passing yards 
per game and leads all quarterbacks with 19 passing 
touchdowns.  This is his first weekly award for the 2017 
season. 

Alvin Ray Jackson - Jackson (6-foot-1, 200 lbs., Albany 
State) played a vital role in Tampa Bay’s comeback versus 
Cleveland.  The six-year veteran would tally 6.5 tackles, but it 
was a forced fumble in the second half that turned the tide for 
the Storm.  With 7:15 remaining in the third quarter, Jackson 
stripped Cleveland quarterback Arvell Nelson of the football on 
the one-yard line.  The defensive play would spark both the 

offense and defense, helping the team complete a 20-point 
comeback after starting the game down 27-7. 

Randy Hippeard - Hippeard (6-foot-3, 205 lbs., UVA-Wise) 
was once again instrumental in engineering the game-winning 
drive versus the Baltimore Brigade on May 7.  With 5.0 
seconds left in regulation, he found LaMark Brown in the back 
of the end zone for the go-ahead score.  Hippeard finished the 
night having completed 31-of-40 passes (77.5%) for 285 yards, 
eight touchdowns and no interceptions. 

Paul Stephens - Stephens (5-foot-9, 180 lbs., Central 
Missouri), who joined the team last week, played a pivotal role 
in the Storm’s week five victory over the Brigade on May 7.  He 
led all Storm defenders with 6.5 tackles, a pass breakup and 
he recovered two fumbles.  In the second quarter, Stephens 
scooped up a Justin Wilson fumble and returned it 46 yards for 
the score.

TAMPA τ Storm fans would be wise to locate a program before Tampa Bay kicks off the 2017 AFL season Saturday night at Cleveland. Tampa Bay 
will again be in the familiar blue and gold but a roster will come in handy. 
 
"There's a lot of new faces," linebacker Dexter Jackson said. "But everyone is competing hard and coming together. I like what we have going on." 
 
The Storm's current 24-man roster features just four players from last year τ John Brown, Kendrick Ings, Cortez Stubbs and Dallas Jackson. But 
considering the team limped to a franchise-worst 2-14 in 2016, a major overhaul seemed inevitable. 
 
Even though the vast majority are new to the Storm, they share some previous connections. 
 
"We wanted to put together guys who have played together and co-mingled together," new Storm coach Ron James said. "And I've coached some 
of these guys too. I think that has helped create a synergy here." 
 
But while there has been significant turnover, fans will most certainly recognize some returners from previous seasons. Joe Hills, the 2016 
Offensive Player of the Year rejoins the Storm, as does quarterback Randy Hippeard. On the defensive side, all-Arena MAC linebacker and fan 
favorite Jackson returns. 
 
"Joe is an NFL talent and certainly more than NFL work ethic," James said. "I can't say enough about Joe Hills." 
 
Receivers Michael Lindsey and Justin Hilton will also be back, along with center Raymond McNeil. But in a league where scoreboards light up like 
pinball machines, no two players will stand out more than Hills and Hippeard. 
 
"To have that 1-2 punch in Randy and Joe is just phenomenal," James said. "They are going to be one of the best combos in the league." 
 
Hippeard was inconsistent in his stint with the Storm but found his groove in his two years in Orlando. Hippeard was one of the most efficient 
quarterbacks in the AFL during that stretch and James said he was priority No. 1 this offseason. 
 
"Randy was getting his feet wet and learning his first time here," James said. "He's matured on and off the field." 
 
James said he has also been pleased with the defensive front's play during training camp. All-Arena lineman Caesar Rayford, two-time AFL champ 
Antron Dillon and former NFL player Jordan Miller should help improve on one of the Storm's most glaring deficiencies from a season ago. 
 
"Antron has been head and shoulders a big surprise and he is just a physical specimen," James said. "I think we are going to have one of the best 
pass rush groups in the league." 
 
And orchestrating the new symphony will be James, a veteran of the indoor game. James has 30 years experience coaching, including eight as the 
head man. James, who was at Portland in 2016, earned AFL Coach of the Year honors in 2012 while leading Utah to a National Conference 
Championship berth.

After Cleveland pulled within 39-28 in 
the final minute, Alvin Ray Jackson recovered the onside kick. On third down, Hippeard was about to be sacked but managed to flip a 6-yard scoring 
pass to Lamark Brown, who did a spin move to get open. 
 
Joe Hills caught three touchdown passes, including a big one with 10 seconds left in the first half to put Tampa Bay ahead 19-14. Cleveland did take 
a 21-19 lead early in the second before Tampa Bay got a Brown touchdown and the big stop. Brown led Storm receivers with nine catches for 121 
yards. 
 
Hippeard went 22-of-31 for 205 yards after a slow start that included an interception in the end zone. The only first-quarter points came on Storm 
defensive lineman Caesar Rayford's 4-yard interception return.

STORM OPENS NEW SEASON WITH 46-40 VICTORY OVER CLEVELAND

The start of the 2017 Arena Football League season did not go according to the plan for the Tampa Bay Storm offense on Saturday night. 
 
On its first drive, the Storm went four and out. The second drive ended when quarterback Randy Hippeard was intercepted in the end zone. 
 
But after working the opening game kinks out early, the Storm offense regrouped. 
 
And then it took over the game. 
 
The Storm scored on six-consecutive possessions after coming up empty on its first two drives to open the 2017 season with a 46-40 road victory 
over the Cleveland Gladiators in front of 12,865 at Quicken Loans Arena. 
 
Tampa Bay wins its season opener for the first time since 2014. 
 
The Storm took control late in the third quarter after both teams traded touchdown to open the second half. With Tampa Bay holding a 26-21 lead, 
Jordan Miller sacked Cleveland quarterback Shane Boyd on fourth-and-13 to force a turnover on downs and give the Storm the ball near midfield. 
 
Hippeard drove Tampa Bay down the field and threaded a six-yard touchdown pass to Kendrick Ings on third and goal with just over 11 minutes to 
go to put the Storm in front by two scores 32-21. 
 
The Storm responded to each Cleveland touchdown in the fourth quarter with one of their own to hold on for the six-point victory. 
 
Hippeard, playing his first game for the Storm since 2014, completed 22-of-31 passes for 205 yards and six touchdowns to just the one interception 
to earn game MVP honors. Hippeard found 2016 AFL Offensive Player of the Year Joe Hills for three touchdowns. LaMark Brown, who finished with 
game high totals of nine catches and 121 yards, hauled in two more touchdowns in his first game with the Storm (1-0).

Collin Taylor scored his second touchdown to give Cleveland a brief 14-13 lead, but Tampa Bay took a 19-14 advantage into halftime when 
Hippeard found Hills from 22 yards out on a fourth down play right before the break. Hills finished with 53 yards on seven catches. He now has a 
touchdown reception in 69-consecutive regular season games.

Joe Hills Becomes Second Fastest to 200 Career Receiving Touchdowns

LAS VEGAS (April 26, 2017) ς Over the course of the last several seasons, Joe Hills has become known for his tremendous streak of consecutive 
games scoring at least one touchdown, a streak that currently sits at 71 games. In Week 3 though, he etched his name deeper in Arena Football 
League history by becoming the second-fastest man to score 200 career receiving touchdowns. 
 
The fastest to reach 200 trips to the end zone was Eddie Brown, the top ranked player on the League's 20 Greatest Players list from 2006. Brown 
reached that mark in 1999 and was the first to do it. Since then, 14 others have gotten to the coveted mark of 200 TDs, but no one else did it faster 
than Hills.  
 
Damian Harrell, Tiger Jones, James Roe, Donovan aƻǊƎŀƴΧ Names that will forever live in AFL history for their great play at the wide receiver 
position. They all needed at least 80 games to score 200 times. Hills got the job done faster than them all. T.T. Toliver, who is the only active player 
with 300 career touchdowns, needed 133 games to get to 200, and it took him 190 to get to 300.  
 
There are only 15 receivers in the 30-year history of the AFL to score 200 receiving touchdowns. Hills entered Week 3 in 16th place all-time on the 



                                                  

 

 

receiving touchdowns table, and with his four touchdowns in the win over Cleveland, he also surpassed Bobby Sippio, who finished his career with 
199 touchdown catches.  
 
Hills is averaging 2.69 touchdowns per game in his career, higher than the mark set by Rod Windsor at 2.64 receiving TDs per game. Tampa Bay's 
top wide out is one of the five players in AFL history who have played in at least 60 games to average more than 2.50 receiving touchdowns per 
game.

WASHINGTON, DC - With a 41-33 victory over the Washington Valor on Saturday night, the Tampa Bay Storm improved to 4-1 for the first time in 
nearly two decades and have now won three consecutive games for the first time since the 2014 season. 
 
Soak it all in Storm fans; because this has been quite the remarkable turnaround. 
 
At Week 6 this same time last year, the Storm suffered one of their worst defeats in franchise history, a 47-17 loss at home to the Philadelphia Soul. 
Heads were sunk and questions were looming. The Storm dropped to 0-5 that night and of course would go on to finish the regular season with a 2-
14 mark. 
 
A year later, the Storm find themselves 4-1 at the quarter point and quite simply, winning every kind of game they lost last season. The final 
possession, late game-winning drive kind of game, the clock strategy, back-and-forth scoring kind of game, and even the kind of game where you 
need just a little bit of luck. Something Tampa Bay did not get much of in 2016. 
 
Maybe the most important difference? Avoiding the blowout. In 14 regular season games played in 2016, the Storm lost EIGHT games by 20 or 
more points.
